QUESTIONS FOR CHARLIE STOKES
CDC Foundation President and CEO

1. HOW DID THE CDC FOUNDATION GET STARTED?

In 1992, Congress approved legislation to establish an
independent, non-profit organization to help CDC work
effectively with private sector partners. An organizing
committee was formed, and in 1994, the committee chose
its first board of directors. | joined the Foundation in
1995, and Doris Riggs, on temporary loan from CDC,
helped me open our office in the Hurt Building with a few
phones and some rented office equipment. Martha Katz,
CDC's director of Program, Planning and Evaluation,
served as the chief liaison between our Foundation and
CDC and later as our first visiting senior program director.
In 1996, thanks to inaugural grants from CDC and the
Robert W. Woodruff Foundation, we began to grow
quickly, hiring new staff, establishing priorities, and begin-
ning our real business of forging effective partnerships.

FOUNDATION? Our Foundation was
created because Congress recognized
that CDC can't possibly tackle the
world’s toughest public health threats
single-handedly. There are so many
projects that are too complex, or too
time consuming, for a government
agency to pursue alone. We connect
outside partners and resources with
CDC scientists to substantially enhance
CDC's impact. And because of our

3. WHAT EARLY GIFT ALERTED

YOU TO THE CDC FOUNDATION'S
POTENTIAL? One of our first program-
related gifts came from Wendell Price,

a Texas philanthropist who wanted to
do something significant to stop the
spread of HIV/AIDS. With his support
and input, we launched the Price
Fellowships for HIV Prevention to
improve communication and under-
standing among CDC scientists and com-
munity HIV prevention program leaders.

GRANT? Our largest grant to date has
been $9.3 million from The California
Endowment in 2000 to support two
programs to improve the health of
minority populations in California. It
broke new ground because it engaged
a regionally focused foundation in a
large national program sponsored by
CDC and involved the CDC Foundation
to bring resources to bear on programs
within specific communities.

The program is still making a real differ-
ence 10 years later. It's a great example
of our role as a bridge to CDC and as an
independent broker that can provide
accountability to our partners.

5. WHAT ARE SOME PROGRAMS YOU'RE MOST PROUD OF?
The Management Academy for Public Health is one of our real
success stories. Our role was to mesh the visions and funding
priorities of multiple partners into a viable program to teach mid-
career public health leaders how to manage people, dollars and
data to be successful. More than 600 professionals have graduated,
and the program is now self-sustaining. I'm also proud of our field
epidemiology training programs, which help epidemiologists in
countries like Brazil, India and Kenya better address disease and
bioterrorist threats. More recently, we built a program with Wyeth
Consumer Healthcare and several other partners to help educate
women about the importance of folic acid in preventing neural
tube birth defects, like spina bifida. This is a critical message that
CDC has long wanted to get out, and the new partnership will
give CDC the resources it needs to do that.

Our History

The CDC Foundation was a shared
dream of CDC leaders who knew that
a government agency could benefit
from outside partners’ assistance in
fighting the world’s toughest public
health threats. By 1992, Congress
passed legislation authorizing the
creation of an independent, non-profit
foundation to support CDC, and the
following year an organizing commit-
tee met to begin turning the idea
into reality.

A board of directors was elected
in 1994, led by founding chair
T. Marshall Hahn, Jr., Ph.D., former
chairman and CEO of Georgia-Pacific
Corporation. The board recruited
Charles Stokes, deputy director of
the Missouri Department of Health,
as executive director in 1995, and
the CDC Foundation opened its doors
for business in the Hurt Building
in downtown Atlanta. Inaugural
grants from CDC and the Robert
W. Woodruff Foundation enabled
the Foundation to begin creating

public-private partnerships that

would help CDC do more, faster.
Over the ensuing years, the generos-

ity and confidence of CDC Foundation

donors and partners have continued
to be instrumental to the Foundation’s
rapid growth and progress. Once
primarily a program architect and
fundraiser, the Foundation now has
an extensive track record and portfolio
and a growing reputation as an advo-
cate for CDC, as well as a convener
and innovator. From international
fellowships and leadership training
programs, to research projects and
education campaigns, the CDC
Foundation is expanding the world
of possibilities for CDC by connecting
people, resources and ideas.

Among the Foundation’s major
accomplishments in its first decade
are establishing the Management
Academy for Public Health to provide
leadership training for public health
officials; creating an Emergency
Preparedness and Response Fund,

established after September 11, 2001,
to allow CDC field staff to purchase
emergency equipment quickly and
easily; and equipping CDC'’s world-
class Emergency Operations Center to
monitor and respond to public health
threats. It also launched the Knight
Public Health Journalism Fellowship,
a unique CDC public health training
program for journalists, and created
numerous international training pro-
grams to expand public health expert-
ise in other countries and enhance
their ability to detect and respond to
emerging health threats.

From a fledgling foundation with
assets of $6.4 million after its first
full year of operations, the CDC
Foundation has grown to become a
powerful CDC ally with almost
$27 million in assets and 23 employ-
ees. Today, the CDC Foundation
oversees dozens of programs that are
substantially enhancing CDC’s efforts
to protect the health and safety of
people around the globe.

“"When | was director of CDC, several of us decided to work intently on creating a foundation to sup-
port CDC’s work.

Among his leadership positions before retiring, Watson was associate executive director of the Task Force
for Child Survival and Development, where he was instrumental in launching the CDC Foundation’s organizing
committee. The William C. Watson, Jr. Medal of Excellence, CDC’s highest employee honor, is named after
Watson. Through a CDC Foundation endowment, Watson and his wife, Marge, have established a permanent
fund that provides a cash reward to award recipients.
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
